The Windsor Lions Club is a community service organization chartered through Lions
International, the largest service organization in the world with more than 1.3 million
members in 205 countries. The Lions Motto is “ We Serve”. The Windsor Lions were charted
in 1947 and in 2007 celebrated 60 years of service to the Windsor community. The club
performs volunteer work such as providing route marshals for the annual Windsor Hunger
Walk, bell ringers for the Salvation Army Red Kettle drive, and assisting at the Windsor
Human Development Food Pantry. Other activities include the Adopt -A-Highway cleanup
of the 1-86 exit 79 ramp and local projects for the United Way Annual Day-of-Caring.

The club also conducts several fundraising events throughout the year. These include
an annual golf tournament, Christmas tree sales, a bicycle race, sno-cone sales, and a print
raffle.
